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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Population Growth - The population in Vineyard has been burgeoning rapidly in the last
ten years. The current popula tion is estimated to be at 10,365 and is expected to continue
growing at the same rate for the next couple of years.

Population Structure - The population is mainly comprised of young families with children.
The average household size being about 4. Approximately 15% of residents are under the
age of five with approximately 40% being under the age of 18.

Ethnic Make -up - Vineyard is mostly Caucasians with 89% of the population being
Caucasians. The next largest ethnic group is Hispanics and they make up just 6% of the
pop ulation overall. It is estimated that as Vineyard grows it will continue to follow the trend
of Utah County and become more and more Hispanic.

Employment - The unemployment rate in Vineyard is estimate d to be around 2.9 which is
much lower than the national average. The top ten most common employment sectors in

the area are retail, management, cashiers, nurses, elementary school teachers, janitors,
office clerks, food prep, secretaries, and customer ser  vice.

Income - The average annual income for those living in Vineyard is $91,692. In the Provo -
Orem Metropolitan area this is considered middle income for those with 3 -4 people living
in their house. It is important to note however that approximately 30% of residents in
Vineyard are considered upper class. With about 25% making between $120,000 and
$199,999 and 5% making more than $100,000 a year.

Education - Vineyard is a highly educated area with 80% of the population over the age of

25 having at | east attempted college. Those with
38.88% of the population. About 10.68% of the population has at least anassociateAs
degre e meaning that approximately 50% of the population holds a post  -secondary degree.

This means that the workforce in Vineyard is highly skilled.

Quality of life - Being a master planned community means that Vineyard has been able to

really plan how to best utilize the space in the area. There are several parks available with

many more in the works. W thin the next five year
parks in Vineyard and several miles of walking and biking trails. Vineyards Proximity to

Utah Lake means easy access to the water for those who enjoy kayaking, boating, and

other water sports. Vineyard also provides a variety of community events for residents and

gives them full access to the Orem Public Library and its events as well.



INTRODUCTION

In the year 2000 the US Census Bureau recorded the town of Vineyar d to have only 139
residents. Since that time Vineyard has experienced exponential growth and is now

estimated to be at 10,365 residents . Vineyard is currently the fastest grow ing city in the
fastest growing state in the U.S. This growth can largely be attributed to the fact that land
from the Geneva Steel , as well as a large portion of farmland , became available for use
about ten years ago . This allowed developers to come in and for a community to be master
planned. It is the reason fort he mo re than 5,700% growth rate that V ineyard has
experienced within the last ten years.

This report is intended to provide incoming businesses, current residents, and city officials
with a general idea of the demographic structure of the city of Vineyard. The demographic
data available through the Cen sus Bureau is outdated due to the rapid growth of the city.
This lack of data meant that the data had to come from elsewhere. The data mainly ¢ omes
from five cities within Utah County. All of these cities have experience at least a doubling in
size since the year 2000, are all mainly suburban areas, and have large housing

communities built in the area within the last ten years. All of the data ga thered about these
cities comes from the 2010 Census and the 2015 American Community Survey. Out of the

21 cities and towns in Utah County these were the most structurally similar to Vineyard.

The five cities are Saratoga Springs, Santaquin, Mapleton, Ceda r Hills, and Eagle Mountain.

Unless otherwise explicitly state in this report the demographic data is provided by the
average of those five cities and then compared with Utah County data. The data was taken
using the 2015 American Community Survey data a nd all table and figures were created by
the author.



POPULATION GROWTH AND STRUCTURE

The overall population of Vineyard was difficult to estimate because the Census Bureau has
been unable to keep up with the rapid growth in Vineyard. In order to get a more accurate
representation of the city population estimation was created using the housing method

The housing method uses all of the houses and apartments in the city and multiplies them

by their respective persons per household multipliers. These perso  ns per household
multipliers are the average number of people living in an owner occupied and a renter
occupied unit. In the case of Vineyard these units were calculated by using the average of

the persons per household of the five cities in Utah County mentioned in the introduction
The average owner -occupied persons per household being 4.082 and  renter occupied units
being 4.03. Below is the math used in the population calculation.

In total Vineyard has an estimated 10,365 residents. Vineyard is expected to continue to
grow and the total number of residents will be recalculated by the Census Bureau in 2020.




DEMOGRAPHIC STRUCTURE

The structure of the population can be demonstrated in the chart below. As evi denced by
the chart approx imately 25% of Vineyards residents are 14 or younger. There are several
schools close by and this could be a contributing factor.

nearly as young as Vineyard. Vineyard looks about the same as Utah County from 30 on up
but it is mainly comprised of families with young  children whereas Utah County has a wider
range of people under the age of 18.

ETHNIC BREAKDOWN

Vineyard is predominately made up of Caucasians with those of Hispanic descent being the
next largest racial group and comprising of just 6% of the overall population. Vineyard is
very similar to Utah County overall. The biggest difference being that Hispanics make up
10% of the Utah County population
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EMPLOYMENT DATA

The U.S. unemployment rate h as been steadily dropping since 2009 when the
unemployment rate was at 10.0 due to the recession . The current unemployment rate in
the United States is 4.4. This unemployment rate is very low for the U.S. and is a stable level
of unemployment considering the current population size.

2 unempl oyment rate showsThiem strong e
employment rate is low compared to the majori  ty of states in the U.S. The highest
unemployment rate being 6.7 in Alaska and the lowest being 2.3 in Colorado.

The unemployment rate for Vineyard is estimated to be 2.9 based on the unemployment
rate for the Provo/Orem Metropolitan area . This area encom passes the counties of Utah
and Juab. This low rate of unemployment means that al though Vineyard City is small, its
residents are in a state of stable employment .

To illustrate the different sectors of employment in Vineyard City the figure below shows
the top employment sectors in the Provo -Orem metropolitan area. This information is
provided by the Bureau of Labor Statistics and  shows that the top three sectors are
customer service reps, retail sales, and food prep workers. Utah County is under 20 years
old.

Although the data provides a better picture of employment in the area, it is important to

note that just within Utah County there are two  four -year colleges with over 35,000
students enrolled respectively. With thousands of students graduating every year Vineyard
City has the potential to house a large high -skilled labor f orce.

INCOME

The average annual income for those living in Vineyard is  estimated to be at $91,692. In the
Provo-Orem Metropolitan area this is considered middle income for those with 3 -4 people
living in their house. The figure below shows a breakdown of the estimated  income
brackets of those living in Vineyard. The figure was created using the averaged data of the

five cities in the County with a structure most similar to Vineyard as explained in the
introduction.

The income distribution is above average for Utah  County . Approximately 26% of Utah
County residents are considered low income and in Vineyard that figure is around 12%. It is
important to note that approximately 30% of residents in Vineyard are conside red upper
class. With about 25% making between $120,000 and $199,999 and 5% making more than
$100,000 a year.



EDUCATION

Across the United States educational attainment has been increasing. The U.S. Census

Bureau released a report in 2015 outlining the educational increase. As of 2015 the Census

Bureau reported that nine out of ten Americans had a high school diploma and that 1 in 3

When compar ing these statistics with those of Utah County it is easy to see that Utah

County has higher educational attainment than the national ave  rage. Approximately 37.4%

of those over the age of 25 livingin Ut ah County has a bachdHsor As degr
does n 10t8% percentwithan As s o c idegtee ahd the 28.3% that have taken at least

some college courses. This can be attributed to several factors.  One of these being that

Utah County is predom inately LDS (82 %) and they place a strong emphasis on educat ion.

Another factor is that there are several colleges in Utah County and two Universities with

over 30,000 students each. Average educational attainment for those over the age of 25 in

Utah County is represented in the chart below.

The Megaplex - The Vineyard Megaplex is the Movie theater in Vineyard that features 13
screens, Luxury seating, and a full -service food court. The Megaplex also provides adaptive
services for guests with special needs. These services include descriptive video services,
open and closed captioning, and wheelchair accessible D -Box Motion Seats.
